Standing water is a source for mosquito
production. Mosquitoes can carry and
transmit West Nile virus and other impor-
tant diseases. Mosquitoes that carry
West Nile virus commonly lay eggs in
neglected pools. The bacteria, algae
and organic debris found in neglected
swimming pools create a nutritious food
source for the growth of aquatic mos-
quito larvae.
